
Classroom Guidelines 
 

DANCEWEAR 
1)    Street shoes and a cover up such as a long T-shirt should be worn 
to and from class. 
2)    No gum and no jewelry. 
3)    Hair must be neat and pulled back in a ponytail or bun, with 
all hair pulled out of the face. If a child comes to class with hair in her 
face, they will be asked to sit out until they have put it up.   
4)    A class supply list will be provided at the beginning of the dance 
year. 
CLASSICAL BALLET DANCEWEAR 
Female Dancers are required to have a black sleeveless leotard, pink 
tights, black dance skirt, pink split sole ballet shoes. 
Hair must be in a high secure bun with a bun cover, pink black or hair 
net.  All hair must be off the face. 
Male Dancers are required to have white or Black short sleeve or 
sleeveless t-shirt with Black athletic pants or shorts.  Black jazz shoes 
are to be worn with white socks. 
WRANGLERS DANCEWEAR: 
All Wranglers are required to wear boots to class, boys wear blue jeans 
or long shorts, no athletic shorts. Girls wear boots and long shorts or 
jeans.  Boys always bring cowboy hats and caps. 
STREET CREW DANCEWEAR: 
Hip hop clothes such as long shorts, tennis shoes, t-shirts must be 
worn to class.  There is some knee work in hip hop so long pants are 
best. 
ALL-STAR TEAMS 
All-Star Classes can wear any form of dance attire that will allow for 
free movement: leotards, booty shorts, tank tops, capris, jazz pants, 
appropriate dance shoes both jazz and foot undeez.  We prefer Block 
tan jazz shoes and tan foot undeez.  If your costume calls for black 
jazz shoes, then you will need to order them at that time.
